From a point in Oxford Street which is situate 44 metres north-west of its
junction with Pendicke Street (measured from a point in line with the back of
footway on the south-eastern side of Pendicke Street), northwards through
Oxford Street, Market Hill, High Street and Coventry Street for a total distance
of 590 metres in length.

Park Lane, Southam
From the back of footway on the western side of Market Hill, north-westwards
for a distance of 22 metres.
Welsh Road West, Southam
From the back of footway on the western side of Coventry Street, westwards
for a distance of 9.5 metres.
